Self-Initiated

After force is used, a thorough review process
begins immediately after the incident. The
process is finalized in the Chief’s Office.

In 2022, 27 use of force incidents were a result
of an intial call for service and 1 was
self-initiated.

Out of the use of force incidents, 23 involved
were males, 2 were female, 1 was transgender,
and 2 were other.

16 offenders were White, 8 were Black, 2 were
Hispanic, and 2 were Other.

1.3% of arrests resulted in the use of force.
